The Courage2Report program saw a significant increase in tip submissions 
from 2023 to 2024. In 2023, the program received a total of 1,288 tips. This 
number rose to 1,741 in 2024. This uptick in tips may indicate 

  an increase in violence 
  a heightened awareness and proactive approach within the community, 

emphasizing the importance of reporting potential threats and safety 
concerns. 

 the growing trust in the Courage2Report system and its effectiveness in 
safeguarding schools and providing timely interventions. 

Since its inception in 2019, the Courage2Report program has consistently 
identified bullying as the most frequently reported tip type. However, in 2024, 
this trend shifted, with bullying becoming the second most reported issue, 
accounting for 224 tips. Following the tragic school shooting in September at 
Apalachee High School in Georgia, numerous states experienced a significant 
rise in social media threats. Missouri was not exempt from this trend, with a 
considerable number of the 277 threats of school shootings occurring 
throughout the month of September. 
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*Duplicate tips occur when multiple individuals report the same incident. These instances suggest a healthy reporting 
culture within the school community. The event type labeled as "other" denotes situations or incidents that do not conform 

to any of the predefined categories. 

Disposition Reporting Included These 
Safety Checks:

The preferred method of 
reporting was through PC Web 
Browser (602) followed by 
Mobile Web Browser (568), 
phone calls (420), Mobile App 
(95), and Text (56).
